Their
function has varied through history, ranging from communication, military
action, theatrical accompaniment, religious ceremony, festival
performances, and entertainment. During the 1900’s, Taiko drumming
became a musical art form that involved a music ensemble and tightly
choreographed movements. This is taiko as we know it today.

One of taiko’s most defining aspects is its dynamic playing style. Taiko
playing is loud, hard and fast, and involves a lot of choreographed

movements.
